Considering the action plan submitted by the industry
during personal hearing, it was decided to grant 1st
consent to operate for expansion and Renewal of consent
to operate with increase in Cl and their amalgamation by
imposing following conditions;

1. Industry shall install secondary fume extraction
system by April 2018.

2. Industry shall install CAAQMS by March 2018.

3. Industry shall submit Board resolution within one
month for increasing C.I. by 115 Cr without
obtaining consent to establish from the Board and
submit Bank Guarantee of Rs. 2 lakh towards
compliance of same.

4. Industry shall install new system for slag crushing at
slag yard by June 2018 and also dispose the slag in
scientific manner.

Industry vide letter dated 21.01.2018 submitted the reply
in respect of minutes published on website and reported
as below

1. Industry is constantly upgrading the manufacturing
facilities with improved machineries/accessories to
improve the quality and enhance the product range.

2. Industry has converted pre heating furnaces from FO
to CNG and had spent considerable amount.

3. Industry has pickling process which is the only
source of trade effluent. At present about 50-60
CMD is being treated and same is recycled in
Rolling Mill process along with direct Cooling
Water for the descaling of Hot Rolled Metal at the
time of Rolling. Industry has provided 3 MLD water
holding tank collected from ETP through closed
loop pipeline. Hence, industry achieved zero
discharge by reuse/recycle the complete treated
effluent into Mill process and requested to waive the
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condition of installation of MEE and BG of Rs. 50
lakh for the same.

Industry had requested to increase the water
consumption for domestic use from 25 CMD to 87
CMD, however, industry agree to continue with
existing water budget without increase in water
consumption.

The 03 Nos. of Thermic fluid heater and DG set are
the part of manufacturing plant from day one and
have missed out the same at the time of applying
first consent to operate. Industry has change the fuel
pattern from FO/LDO to CNG.

Industry has missed out the HW catg. 5.1 & 5.2
while applying for first CtoO and also mentioned
very low ETP sludge generation compared to
production quantity in first CtoO.

In view of above, considering the reply of the industry, it
was decided to grant renewal of consent to operate with
increase in Cl but without change in water budget and
production quantity and capacity by imposing following
conditions;
